1. Opening prayer – November reflection – St. Frances Cabrini 

2. Review of minutes from last meeting – Jerry motion to accept, Chuck 2nd 

3. Mike followed up on an email sent earlier in the day, requesting that any preferred qualities that 

one would like to see in the new Pastor be emailed to Mike by November 28.  Mike will then 

forward them on to Pastoral Council Chair Jason Sepanic. 

4. Pastoral Council Report, October 28 meeting – Bill 

1. Worship Committee Chair spoke on the strategic plan interest of increased youth 

engagement.  Each commission is expected to address this point of interest with the 

Pastoral Council this year. 

2. Discussion concerning the Pastor transition. 

3. This year’s fall festival and annual meeting were discussed as well as SJ23’s upcoming 

10-year anniversary. 

5. PLT November 18 meeting summary – Mike 

a. Maureen shared arch Pastoral Transition Process document.  Allyson will call for a 

meeting in early December to create a “Parish Profile” as required by the document. 

b. Mark Goeden called on assigned PLT members to clarify status of strategic plan 

initiatives and set dates for further review for yet to be completed initiatives. 

6. G&G/LOA report and Currency Snapshot – Bill  

1. G&G/LOA Summary 

• G&G loan balance is now $579,588.   

• G&G MM = $100, LOA MM = $11,493 (2.5 months of monthly loan payments).  

Will boost back up to 6 months once next LOA disbursement received, presumably 

by the end of this month. 

b. Currency Snapshot 

• Unrestricted Cash as of November 17, 2025 – Parish ($134,564) and School 

($244,775) with latter reflecting recently received Choice/SNSP payments. 

• Restricted cash accounts stand at $116,254 for parish and school combined. 

• October, 2025 balances at RBC are:  SM Maintenance ($131,765) and Parish 

Reserve ($463,178) of which $272k+ will be used to pay for the IC steeple and 

other roof repairs. The LOA account has balance of $85,130 following from our 

recent parish/school endowment fund draw, with final disposition to be made in 

June, 2026. 

• Endowments as of September 30, 2025:  Parish = $1,127,837 and School = 

$727,794.  The aforementioned draw is not reflected in these numbers. 

• Net Currency Assets = $2,498,522 

7. October 2025 Amended Budget Financial Review – Bill 

a. School  

• Total Revenue favorable to budget YTD by $4.0K. 

This was mainly due to an increase in the Pre-3 number of days usage ($4.7k).  

Lunch sales are down $3.4K but it is believed that payments are lagging. 

• Expenses are unfavorable to budget by $3.8K. 

This was driven primarily by a Salaries and Benefits surplus of $2.9K offset by 

Instructional Materials overspend YTD of $7.0K. 



• Net revenue YTD is favorable to budget by $0.8K. 

• Nothing noteworthy on school balance sheet. 

b. Parish 

• Total revenue is unfavorable to budget YTD by $2.9K.   

Although unrestricted donations is +$4.1K, and fall fundraisers (dinner/raffle and 

golf outing) outpaced budget by $2.6K, Stewardship is short to budget by $12.2K. 

• Expenses are favorable $0.8K YTD. 

Supplies and services is beating budget by $3.1K made up of several smaller 

positive variances while B&G spending is over budget by $3.9K. 

• Net revenue YTD is short of budget by $2.1K. 

• No issues concerning the parish balance sheet. 

• Bill shared an email sent to Allyson showing where Stewardship stands so far this 

year as it is short to budget by $12,233. 

c. Restricted/Cemetery P&L and Balance Sheets – Bill 

 . Incurred $15.7K of Restricted Reserve expense, $15.1K of which was for final 

payment of the IC steeple bell and clock system replacements. 

a. STEAM program saw $10K income from an Arch tech grant, and $12.6K was 

expensed. 

8. Committee/Team Updates 

a. Investment Advisory – Bill 

• New member is Craig Lotz to replace Brian Amore. 

• Presented CCF historical performance summary through 9/30/25. 

• Reiterated the mortgage repayment strategy which will use excess LOA funds and 

any leftover money from annual 5% endowment withdraw to pay down the debt. 

b. Personnel – Bill 

• Bill once again expressed concern regarding ongoing health challenges being faced 

by a number of parish staff. 

c. Technology – See B&G 

d. Budget – No Update 

e. Safety and Security – No Update 

f. B&G – Bill 

• Noted that the Food Pantry has moved out of the parish office/rectory basement. 

• Reviewed list of potential projects dated 11/13/25.   

• The boiler bladder repair for $5,200 is complete.

• Poised to move forward with adding second new columbarium given Arch
